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Tai Po began to shine as a market
town during the Song Dynasty
establishing its presence through
the hard work of the indigenous
people who developed a lucrative
business through clamming and
pearl making; working in harmon
with the natural resources at hand.
The driving inspirations for the
Greening Theme are the towns’
historic origins and its outstanding
natural setting.
